PUBLICATIONS REPORT TO AGM 2008
The Association has not published a monograph since 2004 which is reflected in low sales (and income) in the 2007 year. University students however continue to be avid buyers of all books on NZ archaeology, which is hopefully a good sign for a new generation of practicing archeologists. 

A monograph on the archaeology of the Auckland Islands is going through the editorial process at the moment and should have a much wider audience appeal than just archaeologists. The human heritage sites of the sub-Antarctic islands deserve wider exposure, and the book is a reminder to conservation managers, and the public at large, that although uninhabited these places are not just significant for their natural heritage. 

NZAA publications account takes responsibility for paying for printing and distribution of Archaeology in New Zealand. A separation of responsibilities occurred several years ago to better manage cashflow in the general account, and to lighten the workload of the treasurer. Over the years, as printing costs and other costs associated with running the association have increased, the income from subscriptions has not been enough to cover all costs. For about 10 years the publications account has paid the balance between the cost of producing four issues of AINZ, and 40% of subscriptions which are targeted for AINZ. This generally amounts to about $2500-$3000 per year to support production of AINZ, and comes from the profits of the sale of monographs. In years of poor sales (i.e. between monographs), the total amount recovered doesn’t cover AINZ and reserves have to be drawn upon. In some years (like 2007) the general account has not been able to contribute to the cost of AINZ. This situation cannot go on indefinitely: either we need more monographs (one every two years would be ideal), or there have to be discussions about the future of the quarterly publication, coupled with a wider review of what is the core business of the association.

I would like to thank Srey Muth in Otago who handled local sales up until the end of last year, and also her replacement Sarah Mann. They have reduced quite a bit of my workload by selling books and depositing money in the bank account.

Mat Campbell has resigned as editor of AINZ. Thanks to Mat for producing AINZ on time, and ensuring that those little boxes of overruns are regularly deposited on my doorstep. Simon Holdaway and Dorothy Brown have been working on the pre-production of the Auckland Islands volume and it will be a quality product. 
Finally, I make the usual plea for contributions of manuscripts to the monographs series to ensure its survival.
