Groube Award- 2008 

The Groube Award is awarded every two years in honour of a remarkable student of New Zealand archaeology, Les Groube. It is awarded to the archaeologist who has made the most outstanding contribution to field work in New Zealand archaeology in the immediate past.

This year there were a number of nominations for the Groube Award which is a reflection of the amount and range of fieldwork being undertaken by New Zealand archaeologists.

This year’s recipient is not our average field archaeologist.

His nomination states:

“For many years Kevin Jones has been viewing the archaeology of New Zealand from aloft and recording it photographically. He has had a big impact on the resources available to present archaeology to the wider public and Kevin has been unfailingly helpful to potential users.  

He has published extensively in New Zealand and internationally, raising the profile of aerial archaeology in New Zealand. It is interesting to note that Groube was an early exponent and practitioner of aerial photography.

Year after year Kevin has gone up in those silly, nausea-inducing light planes and added to the growing inventory of sites that he has photographed and updated in the site recording scheme.”
