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This is our final report.  As many of you will know, we have resigned as Editor and Business Manager, both resignations to take effect from the publication of Volume 30. 
Volume 30 has gone to press. At 165 pages, it is one of our larger issues, with a good mix of four New Zealand and two Pacific papers.

Foss has been Business Manager since the inception of the Journal and was responsible for the design and format it has followed up until now. He obtained setting up grants (from NZ Historic Places Trust, Department of Internal Affairs and BNZ)  and led the drive for subscribers, which now include libraries in New Zealand, Australia, Japan, USA, Canada, UK, France and Norway, as well as individuals in those and other overseas countries. There has always been strong support for the Journal from NZAA members, but it has been an increasing worry that most of our New Zealand subscribers are older members of the Association, many of whom were foundation subscribers. The Journal has not been as well supported by younger members and there are relatively few subscribers among professionals working in public archaeology in New Zealand.
The Journal has been profitable in these difficult times for academic journals because much of the production and distribution has been done by volunteers. From Volume 11 onwards, Foss has done the typesetting himself.  With various assistants, we have addressed envelopes and stuffed journals into them, kept track of payments, and pestered those who are slow to pay. The only actual costs have been printing, and the purchase of mailing envelopes and stamps.

The Journal has published four monographs as Special Publications. These all had publication subsidies and were produced using the same volunteer effort by which the Journal itself is produced. They have therefore been very profitable. As a result, the Journal was able to make a donation of $12,000 from its accumulated funds to the Association’s General Account in February 2008. 
We should like to pay tribute to Jill Hamel, Editor for the first three years and Co-editor with Janet for a further three, and to Jill, Carol Quinn, Karen Greig, Kevin Jones and Ian Smith, who have periodically taken on the role of Assistant Editor, handling the refereeing of any papers of which Janet was an author or co-author. The contribution of all the people who willingly reviewed papers over the years is acknowledged with gratitude.
On the business side, the contribution of Carol Quinn, Karen Greig and Emma Brooks has been equally important. 
The Journal has always been published in Association with the University of Otago, a mutually beneficial arrangement, as the University Library uses the Journal in its exchange programme. Since Foss retired from Otago at the end of 1987, Helen Leach and then Ian Smith have been our Otago University representatives.

For 30 years, the Association, with its small resources, has produced a profitable quality refereed Journal, whose data-rich contents will stand the test of time. This is no small achievement.
