Simon Duff resigned as the Wellington Filekeeper and NZHPT Regional Archaeologist Andy Dodd took over the role. The file continues to be housed in the NZHPT’s Central Region office in Wellington. Karl Gillies resigned as the Southland Filekeeper and I would like to acknowledge his significant contribution over the years. Rachael Egerton was appointed the Southland Filekeeper and the file is held at the Department of Conservation in Invercargill.

Central Filekeeper, Nicola Molloy, has advised that on 31 March 2009, the Central File held a total of 61305 records*. This is an increase of 817 on last year's figure of 60,488. This represents an increase of about 1.3% which is similar to last year’s figure. The largest percentage increase was in the West Coast File. The three largest files hold 29,914 (48.8 %) of the records.
