PUBLICATIONS REPORT TO AGM 2010

Since the last AGM there have been changes within the publications component of NZAA. Volume 30, the final issue of the New Zealand Journal of Archaeology was published in July. Although Janet Davidson (editor) and Foss Leach (business manager of the journal) were thanked at last year’s AGM I want to also give my thanks for the efficient and professional way in which they archived the files of the journal and handed over clear instructions on outstanding matters.  

A new era in NZAA publishing was launched in January 2010 with the first issue of Journal of Pacific Archaeology. This places NZAA at the forefront in publishing the results of archaeology in the wider Pacific, and the response of subscribers has been encouraging. We have also entered the digital age with the journal available electronically as well as in hard copy. There is still a high NZ content in the publication – three of the seven papers in issue 1 were on NZ topics, and in issue 2, to be available in July, there will again be three papers. Atholl Anderson (editor) and Tim Thomas (assistant editor) have been especially efficient in getting this journal up and running and I would like to acknowledge the contribution of Les ONeill and the Department of Anthropology, Sociology and Gender at Otago University for assisting with the production. A special thank you to Emma Brookes who has volunteered to do the mailout for the journal twice a year and if any students in Otago would like to offer her some assistance with this we would be most grateful. 

Monograph 28, Lapita Ancestors and Descendants, was published in late 2009. Edited by Peter Shepherd, Tim Thomas and Glenn Summerhayes, the collection of papers is based on presentations given at the Lapita conference held at Honiara. Many of the papers are on the archaeology of the Solomons, and the monograph is particularly notable for having the last paper of Roger Green’s to be published before his death. Fortunately Roger was able to see it a few days before he passed away. I would like to make particular mention of the role Hamish Macdonald has played in production of the monographs.

As always, the success of the publication series relies on contributions of good quality manuscripts on a range of topics. If anyone has anything they think might be suitable, please get in touch. The profit from the publication series contributes to the printing and distribution of AINZ. Without suitable books, and income from publications, the cost of producing four issues of AINZ a year will have to come out of membership subscriptions which are already accounted for elsewhere in the various projects NZAA has taken on.

The journal and monograph finances have been amalgamated with monthly reporting to the accountant keeping track of the association’s finances. All expenses and income related to publications are now channelled through the publications trading account. The deficit figure in the accounts is due to the fact that there were two monographs produced last year, and at the end of the financial year there was a large stock of unsold books.
