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The last year has been an interesting and challenging one for filekeepers as the role has changed significantly with the launch of ArchSite. 

Filekeepers are continuing to give out summary reports for free and much time is spent encouraging the public to view the interactive map on the website for themselves. All other enquiries are being directed through the ArchSite Administrator, while the Central Filekeeper has responsibility for the allocation of new site record numbers (for non-edit users), quality control and content queries.
The audit of the regional files will start soon, with the process currently being developed and trialed in the East Coast. The regional files will be checked against the scanned records from the central file and any omissions rectified.
